MEETING NIGHT CHANGES: Effective immediately, the meeting nights are changing at

the Club. The General meetings will be held the second Thursday of each month and

the Trustee meetings will be held the third Thursday of each month.
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CHANGE IN CCW LAW:

We were informed on Wednesday, February 24, 2010, that the statute has been
changed again for the renewal portion of the Concealed Carry Weapons Bill.

The Ohio Revised Code has been changed to remove the validation period
for the Competency classes. This means in layman terms that the prior
six-year effective date on the classes has been removed from the law.
You are now required to take a renewal course before you apply to
renew your permit for the second time. You will not be required to take
the full 12-hour course unless your permit expires. For example:

You took your original class in 2004 and applied for your permit soon after. Your
permit was originally valid for 4 years so you renewed the permit in 2008. The
permits are now valid for 5 years so you will need to renew your permit in 2013.
Since the law has changed again for the competency classes, you will not need to
take a renewal class until at least late 2012 or early 2013.

The State has not decided how long the renewal classes will be valid for or what
the next renewal process for classes will be. In their words “that won’t be until
2017 at the earliest and the law can change many times before then”.

Given this new change, we (Hobart’s CCW Training, lic) are postponing all renewal
courses until probably 2012 at this point. While this law is at times vague and a
little confusing, please do not let this discourage you from continuing to exercise
your right to defend yourself and your loved ones.

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MARCH 11, 2010 — regular meeting minutes.

Tusco rifle club regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. on March 11,
2010 by President Colt Albright; and followed by all saying the Pledge of the United
States Flag.

The minutes of the January meeting and the Trustee meeting of February were read.

Motion to accept was made by Larry Green and seconded by Carl Baker. The motions
was accepted and carried. NOTE Due to the heavy snow fall the regular February
meeting was cancelled.

Jeff Roth announced the 600 Yard Range is now open with minimum shooting of
“200 Yards” on the range. Also, the Friends of the NRA Banquet, to be held Saturday,
April 24™, at the Elks Lodge.

Tom Meyers repaired and installed our Constitution sign on the Club Main Range,
it was reported.

Treasurer’s report was given by Bill Tinlin and he explained, in depth, the
report. We have approximately $25,000.00 in General Funds and $64,000.00 in the club
treasury. Motion was made by Jim Eichel and seconded by Larry Green to accept this
report.

There were no new proposed members to report.

President Albright then turned the meeting over to Ms. Jeanette Moll who is
running in the May Primary as a candidate for the House of Representatives 18" District.
If elected in the primary, she will oppose Congressman Zack Space in the fall election.
She has a law degree from Ohio State and a law firm in Zanesville. She spoke and
received questions from the floor. She gave a very dynamic presentation and is an avid
gun supporter.



President Albright then introduced Officer Wade Dunlap, as our New Wildlife
Officer, replacing John Suchora who retired. Wade explained who he is and he can help
us if requested.

Reading of three new members: George and Joy Burch, Zachary Burch and Mark
Engle. President Albright asked them to stand and be recognized.

Proposed new members were read and the list will be submitted shortly.
President Albright announced there was no correspondence to report.

President Albright called on Safety Chairman Bill Murray who presented a new
Safety Program with new Rules and Regulations that will be posted on the ranges.
Albright put in appeal for people to volunteer as a Range Officer to help Bill.
